Please, take note of EPI’s formal requirements for publication (max. 5000 words).

Formal requirements
Languages

To facilitate the publication of the research in the author's mother tongue, EPI publishes articles in
English, Spanish, Portuguese, or French. The abstract in English is always mandatory, no matter the
language of the article.

Formats

The text should be sent in Word or RTF with tables and graphics embedded in the article. In
addition, graphic illustrations must be sent as independent files in the original format they were
created (jpg, xls...) --photos and screen captures lose their quality if pasted in a Word document
and are not suitable for publication.

Authors should use bold only for headings, subheadings, and cited people; and italics only for
institutions, product/service names, and URLs. Unnecessary use of capital letters in titles and
acronyms should be avoided.

Extension

We encourage authors to avoid ornate, flowery, or baroque writing and to avoid repeating
concepts unnecessarily. The EPI Editorial team appreciates an austere, concise, and precise writing
style as is expected of scientific articles. If a concept can be expressed in 3 words, please do not
use 5. As an indicative guideline, please do not exceed 5000 words per article.

Iltems to be included

Manuscripts should contain the following elements:



1. Title,

2. Abstract,
3. Keywords,
4. Full text,

5. Author(s) name(s), short biography of the authors (70-90 words each), workplace, postal
address, e-mail and orcid (you can get orcid at: http://orcid.org),

6. Passport type photo(s), sent separately —not pasted in Word-, over 100 KB in jpg format,
Bibliography

All references must be cited in the text in Harvard style (Author, year), for instance: (Berners,
2015). References must be alphabetically listed and unnumbered at the end of the article under
the heading "Bibliography". References not cited in the text will be deleted. Citations and
references should not be connected automatically, please use Word as plain text.

All bibliographic references must have their DOI in url format: http://dx.doi.org/10.9999/etc.etc.
DOlIs can be found at the following address: http://www.crossref.org/guestquery

The bibliographic references should be prepared according to the following scheme:

Articles in a journal: Surname, Name; Surname2, Name2 (year). "Article title". Name of the
journal, v. [volume number], n. [issue number], pp. [first page ]-[final page].
http://dx.doi.org/10.xxxx/xxxxxxPlease do not add "Available on", nor "Accessed date", nor final
slash, nor end dot to urls Urls (in italics) should begin in a new line

Paper presented at a conference: Surname, Name; Surname2, Name2 (year). "Paper title". In:
Name of the conference, pp. [first page]-[final page].

Monographs and reports: Surname, Name; Surname2, Name2 (year). Work title. Place of
publication: Publisher, ISBN: with spaces, no hyphens, no end dot http://dx.doi.org/10.xxxx/xxxxx

Chapter of a monograph: Surname, Name; Surname2, Name2 (year). "Chapter title". In: Surname,
Name; Surname2, Name2. Monograph title. Place of publication: Publisher, pp. [first page of the
chapter]-[final page of the chapter]. ISBN: with spaces, no hyphens, no end dot

Online resource: Surname, Name; Surname2, Name2 . Resource title.URL written in a new line
Please do not add "Available on", nor "Accessed date", nor final slash, nor end dot to urls

Supplementary materials (highlighted phrases, authors' photos, graphics)

We kindly ask authors to submit their proposal along with five or six short highlighted phrases —
direct quotes or paraphrased main ideas —in order to be inserted in the formatted text. Authors
may submit tables or short texts (e.g. definitions or explanations) to be published as sidebars.

In addition to pasting them in Word (rtf, odt ...), photos and other graphic materials must be sent
separately [always in the ORIGINAL version of the application used: Photoshop, PowerPoint,
Acrobat, Excel, photo camera...]. Photos and screenshots should be sent in jpg format with a
resolution of 300 dpi (for example, each photo, illustration, or screenshot in jpg format should be
at least 100 KB). Pdf illustrations are also supported (original pdf file sent separately, and also
pasted in Word, so that reviewers have all the materials within the text).

Very important note: Once the images have been pasted in a Word file (or rtf, odt ...), they lose
some resolution. Therefore, the above requirement of sending independent jpg files cannot be
fulfilled by recopying images already pasted.

All EPI articles will be published with the author’s photo. Photos must be more than 100 KB in jpg
format.

Recommendations on writing

We strongly encourage concise, plain, austere, and accurate writing. Please avoid rhetoric. EPI is a
member of the Easy Reading Association because we support clear and concise writing, which

Criterios formales de aceptacidn de los textos
Idiomas

Para facilitar la publicacién de sus trabajos en su lengua nativa a los autores que asi lo deseen, EPI
publicard indistintamente articulos en espafiol, portugués, francés o inglés. El abstract en inglés
sera siempre obligatorio, sea cual sea el idioma del articulo.

Formatos

El texto ha de enviarse en Word o rtf, con las tablas y graficos elaborados con Office pegados en
ellos. Los textos deben enviarse sin formatos especiales automaticos de los procesadores de textos
(listas con vinetas, sangrias, tabuladores, pies de pagina, hipervinculos, colores, recuadros
enlazados, etc.). Los autores deben usar las negritas sélo para titulos, subtitulos del articulo y
nombres de personas, y las cursivas sélo para instituciones, marcas, direcciones, teléfonos, urls y
nombres extranjeros. Debe evitarse el uso innecesario de letras mayusculas en titulos y acrénimos.

Extension

Recomendamos a los autores que eviten la escritura recargada, floreada o barroca, asi como
repetir conceptos sin necesidad. La Redacciéon de EPI valorara una escritura austera, concisa y
precisa propia de los articulos cientificos. No debe expresarse en 5 palabras lo que se puede
expresar en 3. Como extension orientativa, rogamos que los articulos no sobrepasen las 5.000
palabras.

BibliografialLos textos para ser aceptados deben de cumplir escrupulosamente las normas para la
elaboracion de las citas y referencias bibliograficas que figuran en el siguiente documento.

Materiales complementarios (frases destacadas, fotos de los autores, graficos)

Se ruega que los autores envien propuestas de 5 ¢ 6 frases destacadas --no hace falta que sean
idénticas a las del escrito, pueden ser resumen de una idea principal-- para ser intercaladas en el
texto maquetado. Si lo estiman conveniente los autores pueden enviar tablas o trozos cortos (por
ejemplo definiciones o aclaraciones) para ser publicados como recuadros complementarios.

Ademas de pegarlas en el Word (rtf, odt...), las fotos y otros materiales graficos deben enviarse
aparte [siempre en la versién ORIGINAL de la aplicacion utilizada: Photoshop, PowerPoint, Acrobat,
Excel...]. Las fotos y capturas deben ir en ficheros jpg, con una resolucién de unos 300 ppp (para
tener una idea, cada foto, ilustracidn o pantallazo en jpg debe tener unos 200 KB como minimo).
También se admiten ilustraciones en pdf (siempre con el fichero original pdf separado, y ademads
pegadas en el Word). Nota muy importante: Una vez pegadas en el Word (o rtf, odt...) las imagenes
ya no pueden publicarse impresas en papel. Por ello no puede cumplirse el requisito anterior de
enviar ficheros sueltos jpg a base de volver a copiar una imagen ya pegada.Todos los articulos de
EPI se publican con la fotografia del autor o autores. Las fotos deben pesar mas de 200 KB en
formato jpg. Ver Cémo hacerse una foto de autor vdlida para ser impresa

Recomendaciones sobre la redaccion

Se valorarad especialmente que los trabajos sean concisos y precisos. Se ruega a los autores que
eviten una excesiva retérica. EPI es miembro de la Asociacidn Lectura Fécil para apoyar los escritos
claros y concisos que permitan una mejor transmision de la ciencia. Por favor vea unos ejemplos
del tipo de redaccién que NO deseamos en la revista en nuestra pagina churriguerismos.
